Child Care Subsidy (CCS)  

From 2 July 2018, Australia has a new child care 

package. Under this new package the Child Care 

Subsidy replaces the previous Child Care Benefit 

and Child Care Rebate. Child Care Subsidy is paid 

directly to the approved Service, reducing the 

amount of fees that you are required to pay. The 

package will mean that child care will be more 

affordable for most Australian families. For more 

information on the Child Care Package and to 

further understand the CCS eligibility                

requirements, please visit the Department of   

Human Services Website or contact Centrelink 

directly on 13 1650.
